CROWLANDS FILM SOCIETY

CONSTITUTION

JANUARY 2007

1 The Society shall be known as The Crowlands Film Society hereinafter referred to as the Society.

2 The objects of the Society shall be to

2.1 Re-create the atmosphere of cinema going in the 1950s.

2.2 Provide an opportunity for local residents and other enthusiasts to socialize.

2.3 Donate to local community projects, through any excess funds raised.

3 Membership shall be open to the public at an annual subscription rate that will be fixed by the society on recommendation of the committee of management.

4 The management of the society shall rest with a committee consisting of President/Secretary, Treasurer, Publicity Officer, Membership Secretary, Program Manager, Stage Manager, Projectionist, Oast President and Catering Officer.  The COM shall have power to co-opt members from time to time according to need or expertise required.

A quorum of the committee shall consist of three of its members.

5 The Treasurer will present at the annual general meeting of the society a statement of the financial affairs of the society since the previous AGM, which will have been audited by a qualified person who is not a member of the committee.

The society shall be non-profit making and any balance at the end of the year shall be carried forward.

The officers and members of the committee shall not receive payment either directly or indirectly for their services for other than legitimate expenses incurred in their work on behalf of the society.

6 An annual general meeting will be held once each calendar year and not more than eighteen months after the previous AGM.  Adequate notice of the meeting shall be given.

A report of the activities of the society since the last AGM will be made.

The committee shall be elected at the AGM and shall hold office until the conclusion of the next AGM.

The quorum for an AGM shall be at least one-fifth of all financial members.

A special general meeting may be called at anytime by the committee or upon a request in writing being made to the President/Secretary and signed by at lease one-fifth of all financial members of the society stating the nature of the business to be considered.

The President/Secretary shall give at least seven days notice of a special general meeting to all financial members: The notice shall be in writing stating the nature of business to be considered.

The quorum for an SGM shall be one-fifth of all financial members.

7 No alteration to the constitution shall be made except that the proposals shall be supported by a simple majority of the financial members present.

8 The society will not be wound up except by resolution of two-thirds of those members present at a SGM called for the purpose. In the event of the winding up of the society the remaining assets and funds shall not be distributed amongst members of the society but shall be devoted to objects similar to those of the society and approved by the majority of members present.

9 The society shall meet at the Crowlands Public Hall.

Full membership will be limited to people 18 years of age and over.

All publicity for the society will carry the words – “this is a film society screening open to members.”

The COM will investigate incorporation of the society.

Members will be encouraged to “dress up” for screenings.

Screenings in general, to include pre-show drink, small supper, sweets and ice-cream.

Additional funds to be sought from local Council and commercial sponsorship.

The Crowlands Public Hall to be re-named The Empire Theatre for screening nights.
